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The Cottonwood Trail is a beautiful 9 mile 
roundtrip hike that takes you along the base 
of the Vermilion Cliffs and looks south at the 
beginning canyons that create the Grand 
Canyon. The trail offers beautiful panoramic 
views in all directions of this rugged 
countcountry. You will cross many ravines and
washes. Feel free to turn around at any point.
If you make it past the 3 mile mark, keep an
eye out for the Kanab Fort. Although the fort
is located on private property, you can still 
catch a glimpse of it from the trail. This is a
moderate hike that is easy to navigate with
ssteep spots and lots of ups and downs. Ideal
for horseback riding, please be respectful

and share the trail.

•  From the center of town, head south on HWY 89A approximately 1.2 miles .  
•  Turn right onto Kanab Creek Drive. 
•  Drive 2 miles, at the top of the hill turn right onto Stanfield Drive. 
•  The first parking area on the right is for the Bunting Trail.  
•  Continue to the top of the hill to the Cottonwood Trail.
•  The road will end at the parking lot and trailhead for the Cottonwood Trail.  
•  The pa•  The parking is large enough for several horse trailers.  
•  The trail starts south west of the parking at the fence with a gate. 
•  After your ride enjoy the picnic tables, firepit and views of Kanab.
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
